Materials for Lesson

Computer with access to the Internet

An AverKey (if not do in small groups or individually)

Notebook paper for brand name selection

Magazines

Scissors

White paper

Focus and Review  

Open discussion by reminding students of the activity where we listed name brand shoes and clothes.  Explain that this is called materialism.  

Today’s focus is going to be on choosing between a brand name outfit and a bargain outfit. 

1) What do you know about brand name clothing?  They are cooler, they cost more.  
2) Lets come up with a list of brand names? (Use a circle map to list brand names chosen.

 Have students share briefly
3) Why would someone want to buy name brand clothing?  Because they have the money, they want to look cool, etc.

Statement of Objective

We are going to:

1) Go to this website created by Consumer reports, and try to choose the brand name outfit over the bargain outfit.

2) Analyze why we chose a certain outfit.

3) Discuss the difference between brand names and bargain outfits.

4) Select a picture of a brand name from a magazine and draw a picture of a bargain outfit to go with it. 

5) Write a paragraph explaining why a bargain designer would want their clothing to look like a name brand.

Teacher Input 

Type in the website you want to go to.  Tell students that we are going to look closely at these pictures to try and pick out which person is wearing the name brand outfit.  

Click on the first pair of children.  For the pictures of the girls, ask the girls in the class which outfit they like the best.  Do the same with the boys.  Compare these answers to what they choose later on.  Beside each person is a list for each outfit telling how much it cost and what brand it is.   Label the boy on the left with A, and boy on right B.  Tell students they are to look at the pictures as I read about the outfits and price.  

Guided Practice

Give students time to compare the two outfits.  Tell students to write on their notebook paper A or B for the person they think is wearing the name brand.  Then, have students tell why they selected that person.  Give everyone a chance to make a decision then move on to the next pair.  Continue with all four pairs of children. 

Go back to first pair and have students vote on which picture they think is the name brand.  Ask one or two students to share why they chose their answer.  Click on the person that gets the most votes.  When you click, a screen will pop up showing if that outfit is the brand name or bargain outfit.   

Continue with all the pictures.  After looking at every picture, ask the students the following questions.  

1) Were you able to select the brand name outfit each time?

2) Who can explain why taking this test would be important?  (What is the point of the lesson?)

3) Predict why the bargain name designers want their clothes to look like the brand name ones?

4) Suppose you saw both of those outfits in the store.  Which would you buy, the name brand or bargain outfit?  Why?

Independent Practice

Give each child or group of children some fashion magazines or flyers, scissors, and white paper. They need to find a brand name outfit in their magazine and cut it out.  They need to glue it on one side of the paper.  Next, they should draw a bargain outfit that is identical to the brand name outfit.  Have students write prices for each outfit.

Evaluation

Have students write a short paragraph identifying three reasons a bargain designer would design their clothes to look like the name brand clothing.
