8. Be sure to examine the analysis and make sure that the writer is not just retelling the story. Their goal is to explain the relevance and importance of the theme in the work. This is not a book report.

9. In the conclusion, how did the writer evaluate the theme analyzed?

10. Does the writer provide a tie from the theme to the lives of real people today? In other words, did the writer tell us how we can learn from the work?
