Writing Syllabus for the Third Six Weeks

Requirements for Six Weeks Grade

1) 25% - Our focus for this six weeks includes the following types of writing:

A. Business Letter
B. Resumé 

C. Fiction narrative, Play, Screenplay, Chapter of a book, or Personal narrative
D. Letter to next English teacher or  Self reflection related to personal reading and writing skills and processes

E. One Writing of Choice – Must be approved by me.

To make a/an:

A – One of each mode (A-E above)

B – Business letter, resumé, reflection piece, choice (A, B, D, E)

C – Business letter, resumé, reflection piece (A, B, D)

D – Business letter, resumé

**Any extra pieces you complete above the number required for an A will add one point to your final grade for the six weeks.  Of course, quality must be appropriate.

2) 25% - Choose one final copy of your choice.  This piece should be what you consider your best work.  The final copy should include a minimum of the following: planning, first draft, self edit and revision, second draft, evidence of student conference, final draft, and published piece.  All should be stapled together.

FINAL COPY DUE:  Friday, December 10

3)   25% - A.  Rough draft grades – Each week you will turn in 5 pages of rough  draft writing from that week.  Each day you should date your papers in ink.

B. Commitment to Workshop grades – This is how well you work in the workshop setting.  Productivity, behavior, and use of time is measured.  Each week, you will begin with 100 points.  Each class disruption or interruption of workshop will cost 10 points.

C. Teacher Conference Grades – You are required to have a teacher conference one time each week.

D. Student-led Conference – You are required to lead a conference with an adult who is important in your life about your progress this semester.

4)   25% - Portfolio – This will be our culminating project for the semester.  A portfolio is a collection of selected pieces of student work or other artifacts.  Portfolios can demonstrate students’ knowledge, skills, and attitudes in a specific subject area.
